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Introduction

The importance of time management in career success is clear for everyone. Considering the necessity of time management in libraries, the purpose of this study is to investigate the academic librarians’ awareness about time management in Sistan district, Sistan and Baluchestasn province, southeast Iran.
Methods
This research was conducted using survey method. The population of this study was comprised of the 40 librarians from different academic libraries in Sistan district. Researcher- made questionnaire was used to collect data. The data were analyzed by SPSS software, using descriptive and inferential statistics.
Results
The findings showed that the academic librarians’ awareness about planning and prioritization, meeting management and calls management is higher than the moderate level. Moreover, librarians’ educational level was found to be correlated with their awareness about planning and prioritization (p<0.05). Also, librarians’ age was found to be correlated with their awareness about meeting management (p<0.05). Conversely, no statistically significant differences were found among librarians’ gender and work experience and their awareness about time management. 

Conclusion
Instructions of time management are recommended to be held for libraries mangers and the librarians.
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
